Senyala Description of Technology

Senyala is a gesture based sign language interpreter. The fundamental idea being that a user can input a gesture and the device will then interpret that gesture and match it to its appropriate meaning and audibly output that word, phrase or idea. Using a combination of touch and gestures a large vocabulary can be assembled and interpreted in many languages. The applications go beyond simple gesture-to-speech but gesture-to-action meaning that a user is able to convert their gestures to text and pass that to web services to perform client-server transactions. 

The accessibility implications are also very prevalent using this technology it is now easier for a person who is unable to speak to convert their gestures to speech and be able to openly communicate without an interpreter or writing. For the blind it is also an advantage as now they can perform server actions in a way which does not require them to crawl the page using a screen reader or waiting for haptic feedback from a device. The gesture is converted to text then transmitted to the server for processing.
